Danish Comprehensive Cancer Center (DCCC) is a national, binding collaboration to provide
optimal conditions for cancer research and treatment in Denmark.

The main purpose is to strengthen the national collaboration in the field of cancer across
Denmark and across research areas — from basic to clinical research. DCCC supports know-
ledge sharing between cancer specialists, healthcare staff and researchers and strives to
translate research results into clinical practice and new treatment methods will thus reach
the patient faster and in a more systematic way. This will contribute to an improved and
uniform cancer treatment across Denmark.

DCCC was established by the Ministry of Health and Danish Regions and is a collaboration

between the five regions in Denmark, the university health faculties and Danish Cancer
Society. The national secretariat is located in Aarhus.
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Danish Multidisciplinary Cancer Groups (DMCG.dk)

The main purpose of DMCG.dk is to promote cancer treatment in Denmark.

The 24 DMCGs are organised around different cancer diseases and focus among other things
on the running of clinical quality databases and the drafting of national clinical guidelines in
the field of cancer.

DMCG.dk was established to promote knowledge sharing and collaboration across groups
to strengthen research across the entire field of cancer but also to collect knowledge to
support high-quality and uniform cancer treatment in Denmark.

A number of multidisciplinary committees have been established inside the framework of
DMCG.dk. These committees collaborate with the individual cancer groups to reach the
above goal.

Moreover, DMCG.dk collaborates with Danish Clinical Registries to ensure evidence-based,
updated and uniform guidelines in all cancer groups.
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
